Naseby, close to the site of the 
famous battle site. 

With three blades, turbines are 
often compared to the Express Lift 
tower. The energy they generate is 

.fed into the National Grid and dis· 
tributed to homes and businesses 
across Britain.

Our feeling is people are 
putting wind farms all over the 
place. There are 53 turbines cur· 
rently in Daventry and then these 
people will move on and do it sorne· 
where else.

"Wind power is inefficient - ifs 
either blowing or ifs not - so for 
me solar power is probably a better 
option. 1understand people think 
l'm a NIMBY, but actually ifyou 
had a look at the argument it's 
hard to say you want them. 

"Ifs not 100 per cent against the 
wind farm here, ifs a small com­
munity with different opinions and 
we don't want to fail out with other 
people about this. What we're say­
ing is just have a look and see what 
you think, make sure you have 
got both sides of the argument. It's 
very friendly, not all wind farm 
protests have been this friendly but 
ours is very good natured."
