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Electricity giant tries to quell fears about new scheme 

Wind farm on way
 
to a beauty spot?

PROTESTERS have 
voiced their opposition 
to plans to construct a 
controversial wind farm 
on top of a picturesque 
field in Northampton­
shire. 

Electricity giants E.ON yes­
terday held a public open day 
to outline plans to build the 
wind farm, which will consist 
ofeight 415-feet high turbines, 
on farmland between the vil­
lages of West Haddon, Cold 
Ashby and Winwick. 

Villagers living near the 
proposed wind farm, at Win­
wick Warren, are opposed to 
the plans and staged a demon­
stration outside the open day, 
held at West Haddon Village 
Hall. 

Concerned resident Sue 
Sherman said villagers were 
unhappy about the location 
of the wind farm and uncon­
vinced about how efficient the 
turbines would be. 

She said: "A number of us 
in Winwick and West Haddon 
feel the Winwick Warren is 
not a place for a wind farm. 
We just don't feel that this is 
the place for it. 

"rt is a very lovely part of 
Northamptonshire, it is go­
ing to be detrimental to the 
Jurassic Way and to the wild­
life in the area. 

"What we are saying is let's 
look at sorne of the alterna-

tives - wave power and solar 
power -- because frankly we 
don't think wind power is as 
green as sorne people say it 
is." 

She added: "If this goes 
through, the Northampton­
shire countryside will be 
ruined forever. We are here 
today for our children and 
grandchildren. This is simply 
too big a decision to get so ter­
ribly wrong." 

The demonstration was 
supported by Daventry's new 
MP, Chris Heaton-Harris, 
who says he will bring up the 
increasing number of contro· 
versial wind farm applica­
tions across Daventry in his 
maiden speech to the House 
ofCommons. 

Mr Heaton-Harris said: "1 
think wind farms are not the 
right choice when it cornes 
to renewable energy and 
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when it cornes to this coun· 
ty's future. You still need 100 
per cent provision of energy 
when the wind stops blowing 
and you then have to burn gas 
and coal in a remarkably inef­
ficient way to get them up to 
speed. 

"Added to that this particu­
lar location is a stunningly 
beautiful piece of English 
countryside of which there is 
very little left."
