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TurbineWind farms blow up astorm among villages 
HUNDREDS have signed a 
petition given to Daventry 
District Council (DDC) to 
protest about wind 
farmplans. 

Around 700 people from 
Winwick, Cold Ashby, 
Guilsborough and West 
Haddon have signed the 
petition handed over to 
DDC leader Chris Millar on 
Wednesday last week. 

The plans for seven 
126.5-metre turbines have 
been submitted to DDC by 
energy company E.ON. 

Winwick resident Sue 
Sherman who handed the 
petition over, said: "As 
concerned resideilts we are 
grateful that Chris Millar 
has accepted the petition 
on behalf of the council and 
cali upon planners to take 
these 700 views into consid­
eration and reject E.ON's 
application." 

DDC is to write to the 
government asking for' 
guidance on how it should 
deal with a huge number 
of speculative wind farm 
plans. It had written to the 
previous government back 
in July last year but received 
an unsatisfactory response.
