However, Daniel Badock, 
E.ON project developer, said: 
"At me Winwick site, me wind 
speed at hub height would be 
6.9 metres per second [around 
15.5mph] and even areas wim 
low wind speeds in me UK are 
actually high speed areas com­
pared to me rest of Europe. 

"Our calculations show 
the turbines and wind speeds 
would produce enough energy 
for 7,800 homes for 25 years."
